Questions & Answers about USPS Mail

Processing Facility in Oak Creek
(September 17, 2008)

Background

We are happy to prepare this Q&A sheet in response to questions submitted by City of Oak Creek
residents, plan commissioners, and Aldermen. These questions were submitted as a result of the
Plan Commission Meeting held on August 26 and the consensus at that meeting to compile all
such questions and obtain written responses to them. The answers have been jointly prepared by
Cobalt Partners and the USPS.

Questions & Answers

1. USPS should confirm how many times its trucks will enter/leave the facility each day. Should
this change over the years, then USPS should tell us the rates for the different years. Should a
truck enter/leave the facility 2 or more times each day, then that truck should be counted each
time it enters/leaves the facility. .

Answer: The traffic impact study being finalized for the project includes the data on the
truck trips, including origin and destination and arrival and departure times. Each arrival
and each departure is a “trip” (whether it is the same truck or not), so each “round trip”
consists of an inbound leg and an outbound leg. (For example, there may be a 7 am truck
departing for a post office in Waukesha, which returns at 11 am. This is one round trip.
The same truck may depart again to Waukesha at 12:30 pm and return at 5:30 pm. This is
a second round trip.) There are an estimated 470 scheduled “round trips” per day. The
facility services 672 postal locations throughout southeast Wisconsin, many of which are
small offices serviced by the same truck in a daisy chain route (i.e., once in the morning
for mail to be delivered that day and once in the evening to pick up mail to be processed
that evening). This means that many of the trucks arrive and depart only one time each
day and also that many of the trucks are not tractor trailers. The expected truck
composition is:

e 192 trips will be Postal Vehicle Services (USPS owned) semi-trailers;

e 42 trips will be Postal Vehicle Services straight trucks of various lengths;

e 75 trips by Highway Contract Route (contractor owned) 22-foot straight trucks;

e 161 trips by Highway Contract Route semi-trailers.

2. USPS should confirm how many loading bays this facility will have.
Answer: The facility will have approximately the number of loading bays shown on the

site plan: 86 primary docks in a secured truck court, 4 trash/recycle docks, and 6 bulk
mail entry unit docks.
